CITs
help fo organize games and activities with the campers and assist the counselors with daily responsibilities. Each week is
themed to enhance additional values to be a successful Camp Counselor. A CIT experience dllows teens to have a lasting
impact on our campers this summer, have fun and be a role model!

In order to become a CIT, candidates wil need fo complete an application (available at
https://www.newberlin.org/960/Summer-Day-Camp). Applications will be reviewed, and staff will invite CITs intfo the
program. CITs must attend a mandatory one week training at the site they are assigned June 15-19 consisting of
classroom education and interactions with counselors and campers. CITs can then sign up for any CIT fieldwork weeks as
their schedule allows with atf least a four-week commitment,
